SUPPLEMENTAL DECLARATION OF CASE NO. 2:12-CV-06878 SIO (SHx)
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I, Arnold Rodio, declare as follows:

1. I am the owner of Class Litigation Administration Support Services
(“C.L.A.S.S.”), which has served as the Court-appointed Claims Administrator' in
this case, performing all tasks required by the Settlement Agreement, Plan of
Allocation, and Orders of the Court. I submit this supplemental declaration in
support of the Joint Motion for Final Approval of Modifications of Settlement
Agreement and Plan of Allocation. I have personal knowledge of all facts set forth
herein, and, if called as a witness, I can and would testify competently thereto under
oath.

2. The Joint Motion for Final Approval of Modifications of Settlement
Agreement and Plan of Allocation, and all supporting exhibits, were posted on the

settlement website, www.flushmateclaims.com. Further, notice was disseminated

by direct mail to approximately 105,793 plumbing and general contractors
nationwide.

3. On January 27, 2017, the Special Master issued an Order amending the
Plan of Allocation to allow for supplemental distributions to UDC Settlement Class
Members who submitted Non-Property Damage claims to fully reimburse them for
the reasonable unreimbursed out-of-pocket installation costs incurred for installing
a Repair Kit, replacement pressure vessel, or replacement toilet (“January 27, 2017
Order”).

4. The supplemental distributions to UDC Settlement Class Members
who submitted Non-Property Damage claims during the Claims Period, including
claimants who expended their own labor to install a Repair Kit, replacement
pressure vessel or replacement toilet, will be completed in accordance with the

January 27, 2017 Order prior to the Final Approval hearing.

' Initial capitalized terms utilized herein have the same definitions as set forth in
the Class Action Settlement Agreement and Release, filed January 31, 2014
(ECF No. 119-1) unless otherwise specified.
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5.  After payment of all initial and supplemental distributions to

Settlement Class Members, payment of Class Counsel’s attorneys’ fees and
expenses and payment of notice and administrative costs, the remaining balance in
the Settlement Fund Trust Account will be approximately $6 million. It continues
to be my opinion that the remaining balance in the Settlement Fund Trust Account
will be sufficient to pay additional claims filed by UDC Settlement Class Members
during the Extended Claims Period® and to pay claims filed by settlement class
members in the Mergens Action during the Mergens Claims Period.

6. In fact, after the estimated distribution of settlement benefits to UDC
Settlement Class Members and Mergens Settlement Class Members during the
(| Extended Claims Period and the Mergens Claims Period, I estimate that there will
still be a remaining balance of more than $1,000,000 in the Settlement Fund Trust
Account.
